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The new biogas-powered cogeneration plant provides the brewery with 1 MW of power each hour. This not only saves MB 

the cost of purchasing that power from their electric utility, but reduces its carbon footprint by providing the California brewery 

with needed power at a lower emissions rate. In addition, it helps MB reduce their waste by using recycled waste as fuel. 

The economic bene�ts of the project rival the environmental ones. An investor-owned utility offers an incentive of up to $1 

million to large commercial/industrial businesses to implement energy ef�ciency projects that save at least 200,000 therms 

per year. As part of the project, MB received a check for $1 million, the maximum rebate available under the incentive 

program. This represents one of the largest rebates ever secured on a project of this kind in the state of California and 

boosted the simple payback on the project to less than one year.
